Pupils will express opinions
about a past holiday and will use exclamations and
sequencers.

Pupils will study different hobbies and learning to
express opinions about music, TV and technology.
Pupils will continueto produce Spanish languagein the
present and past tenses, also looking at someirregular
verb formations. Pupils will revisit adjectivesincluding
adjectival agreement and word order and will use
adjectives to form comparative sentences.

In this unit, Pupils will explore traditional Spanish
foods and will have the opportunity to express their
own preferences. They will learn about Spanish lifestyle
and how thisimpacts mealtimes. Pupils will study
Spanish customs when dining out and beintroduced to
formal and informal language. They will revisit the
future tense and will apply all three tenses: past present
and futureto their writing.
